                                         WARNING SIGNS

Dear Heavenly Father, I thank You Lord for another opportunity this month, to share 
this inspired message of caution and hope for tomorrow.  Lord may Your inspiring 
words, touched the hearts and minds of Your people. Father God, teaches us all to be 
more mindful of Your Divine words of love and everlasting peace. Lord, please help us 
to heed Your warnings, before it’s too late for Your merciful forgiveness. Also, Lord, 
please soften up our hardened hearts, and minds. Father, please help us to find Your 
love and peace from within. Lord, I ask all this, in Jesus name……Amen. 
This months inspired message, has to do with some of God’s warning signs to help us 
avoid spiritual destruction. Without warning signs, how much more dangerous would 
life be for all of us. There are thousands and thousands of man made warning signs, 
labels, written laws, etc. They are all spread out across the world. These warning signs 
and labels, are put in place to help us all  avoid possible dangers, and fatalities. Take 
for instance traveling, the stop sign alone, has saved millions of death’s throughout the 
world. Just think how dangerous it would be, to drive without stop signs. If there were 
no stop signs alone, there would not be enough medical personnel available, to handle 
all the fatalities. How about speed limit signs?  Take a moment out to  imagine how 
scary it would be, if we did not have any speed limited signs. Also, how about all the 
warning labels on food, drugs, chemicals etc., the list goes on and on, and on!              
The number of warning signs and labels in this world we live in, are like the stars in the 
skies, too many to count. I believe on a broader scale of reality, that without all these 
signs and labels in place, there would be ongoing massive fatalities throughout the 
world. It would be so devastating, even worse then a medical pandemic or a plague.      
I believe, that God has put signs and warning labels where they are needed,  to 
maintain some sort of normal rhythm and balance for the world.  
These warning signs and labels, are only good for protecting our living flesh and bones,  
not our eternal souls. Only through knowing and understanding God’s will, are we able 
to see the spiritual warning signs that are on the road ahead of us. These warning signs, 
will spiritually  protect our souls from eternal damnation. God’s warning signs, can 
only be found in His Divine words through the Holy Bible itself, no place else exist!                                     
In Luke chapter 12, the Lord gives us some understanding when it comes to spiritual 
warnings. It is written in Luke 12:1 ““Be on guard against  the yeast  of  the 
Pharisee ,  which is  hypocrisy .   Who were the Pharisees in general?  Also, why 
does Jesus associate hypocrisy with Pharisees? Pharisees or [ Fair-uh-sees; were the “ 
separated ones”]. They were a small but extremely influential lay fellowship of men that 
were committed to strictly observe all the ordinances of Judaism concerning ritual 
purity, as defined by tradition. Also, to scrupulously carry out religious duties, such as 
tithing and the  



performance of ceremonial washings. The Gospel portrays the Pharisees as antagonist of 
Jesus although a number were later converted and joined the Christian movement.   
When Jesus watched the huge crowds waiting to hear Him, He warned His disciples 
against-- trying to appear good when ones heart is far from God. The Pharisees could 
not keep their attitudes hidden forever. Their selfishness would act like yeast, and soon 
they would expose themselves for what they really were—power hungry imposters, not 
devoted religious leaders. It is easy to be angry at the blatant hypocrisy of the Pharisees,  
but each of us must resist the temptation to settle for the appearance of respectability, 
when our hearts are far from God for one reason or another. 
What are the signs of hypocrisy? (1) Hypocrisy is knowing the truth but not obeying it. 
People can say that they follow Jesus, but not be obedient to His word. (2) Hypocrisy is 
living a self serving life. People may desire leadership only because they love position 
and control, not because they want to serve others. (3) Hypocrisy reduces faith to rigid 
rules. People can end up worshiping their own rules and regulations about what they 
think God wants instead of worshiping God Himself. (4) Hypocrisy is outward 
conformity without inner reality. People can obey the details but still be disobedient in 
general behavior. For example, a person may carefully tithe his income, but be rude and 
obnoxious to his coworkers or people in general. 
Many non-Christians use the supposed (or real) hypocrisy of Christians, as an excuse to 
stay away from God and the church. Look carefully at your life. We are not perfect; 
therefore, at times an action or behavior might provide the ammunition for someone to 
label you a hypocrite . However you must discern your own heart. Consider the warning 
signs of hypocrisy noted above and make sure you are not guilty. Then ask God to help 
you live rightly. Fear of opposition or ridicule can weaken our witness for Christ. 
Often we cling to peace and comfort, even at the cost of our walk with God.  
Jesus reminds us that we should fear God, who controls eternal, not merely temporal, 
consequences. Don’t allow fear of a person or group to keep you from standing up for 
Christ. The Lord says in Isaiah 5:21 WWoe to those  who are  wise  in their  own 
eyes  and c lever  in  their  own sight.   In Proverbs 26:12 it is written, DDo you 
see  a  man wise  in his  own eyes? There  is  more  hope for  a  fool  than for  
him.    Also it is written in Luke 16:15 
He said to them,”You are  the ones  who just ify  yourselves  in  the eyes  of  
men,  but God knows your heart .  What is  highly valued among men is  
detestable  in  God’s  s ight.”  
Today people are faced with so many mixed up and confusing emotions with respect to 
religion. There are so many  Pharisees and false prophets today, more than there has ever 
been  in the entire history of the world. It’s no wonder why there is so much religious 
distortion circulating around the world. This dissoluteness in our society, continues to 
support the devils quest to destroy the world spiritually, causing people to just  go with 
the flow instead of reaching out to the Lord for guidance.  According to the word of 
God, going with Satan’s flow, is like going straight down the highway to hell. 



The only real hope that man has to avoid the highway to hell, is to humbly  come to 
God’s  throne of unending knowledge and wisdom for eternal life. 
 
In closing: Without coming to the end of our lustful and prideful selves, there really is 
no real hope for any spiritual survival. You see, the Lord never changes His will for us. 
It was the same in the beginning as it will be in the end, eternal salvation for the 
faithful, and eternal damnation for the defiant! 
Let us pray. Lord we thank you for this inspired message of truth and guidance for our 
souls. May we all come and learn from You Lord, through Your written word. 
Father, may we all stay on the narrow path that leads to You. Lord helps us all to 
survive this dark and evil world.
