Let me start by saying, thank You Lord for another opportunity to share this
Inspired Word with Your people. Father, thank You for this privilege!

This month’s important message has to do with helping us to distinguish the
difference between being in this world, but not of this world.

In Romans 12:2 it is written; Do not conform any longer to the pattern of
this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you
will be able to test and approve what God’s Will is—His good, pleasing
and perfect will. God has good, and pleasing, and perfect plans for His
children. He wants us all to be transformed people with renewed minds,
living to honor and obey Him. Because He wants only what’s best for us,
and because He gave us His Son to make our new lives possible, we should
joyfully give ourselves as living sacrifices for His service.

Christians are called to not conform any longer to the patterns of the world,
with its behavior and customs that are usually selfish and often corrupting.
Many Christians wisely decide that much worldly behavior is off limits for
them. Our refusal to conform to this world’s values, however, must go even
deeper than the level of behavior and customs—it must be firmly planted in
our mind—"* be transformed be renewing your mind.”

It is possible to avoid most worldly customs and still be proud, covetous,
selfish, stubborn, and arrogant. Only when the Holy Spirit renews,
reeducates, and redirects our minds are we truly transformed.

Daily we must consciously choose to center our lives on God.

Use the Bible to discover God’s guidelines, and then follow them.

In every perplexing situation ask yourself, “‘what would Jesus do?”

Have you ever worried about whether or not you really are a real Christian?

A Christian is anyone who has the Spirit of God living in him or her!
If you have sincerely trusted Christ for your salvation and acknowledge Him
as Lord, then the Holy Spirit has come into your life, and you are a



Christian. You won’t know if the Holy Spirit has come if you are waiting for
a certain feeling; you will know that has come because Jesus promised He
would. When the Holy Spirit is working within you, you will believe that
Jesus Christ is God’s Son and that eternal life comes through Him.

In 1 John 5:5 it is written; Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he
who believes that Jesus is the Son of God. Once you have reached this
point, we will then begin to act as Christ directs. We will then find help in
our daily problems and in our praying. Also, we will be empowered to serve
God and do His Will and then we will become part of God’s plan to build up
His Church. Some people try to earn their way to God by keeping a set of
the rules, obeying the Ten Commandments, attending church faithfully, or
doing good deeds, but all they earn for their efforts is frustration and
discouragement.

However, because of Christ’s sacrifice, the way to God is already open, and
we become His children simply be putting our faith and trust in Him.

No longer trying to reach God by keeping His rules, we become more and
more like Jesus as we live with Him day by day.

Let the Holy Spirit turn your eyes away from your own performance and
toward Jesus. He will free us to serve Him out of love and gratitude. This is
living “in the new way of the Holy Spirit.”

Without the Holy Spirits Indwelling, we don’t stand a chance against the
devil. We must never underestimate the power of sin! We must never
attempt to fight it alone on our own strength. Satan is a crafty tempter, and
we have an amazing ability to make excuses. Instead of trying to overcome
sin with human willpower, we must take hold of the tremendous power of
Christ Jesus that is available to us. This is God’s provision for victory over
sin--He sends the Holy Spirit to live in us and give us power. And when we
fall, He lovingly reaches out to help us up.

There is great tension in daily Christian experience. The conflict is that as
Christians we agree with God’s commands but cannot do them. As a result,
we are painfully aware of sin.

The Spirit of life is the Holy Spirit. He was present at the creation of the
world. ( Genesis 1:2 ), and He is the power behind the rebirth of every
Christian. He gives us the power we need to live the Christian life.

We should remain spiritually separated from the world’s wickedness, even
though we rub shoulders with unbelievers every day. It’s no easy task to be
holy in an unholy world, but God doesn’t ask us to accomplish this on our

own. He has provided help. Through the death of His Son Jesus He will

“ present us holy in His sight, without blemish and free from accusation.”



( Colossians 1:22 ) With Christ Jesus in our lives, we can live in this world
without having to be of this world! I will close with a great scripture that
comes to mind at this time that can help us survive this evil world.

In Isaiah 41:13 it is written; For | am the lord, your God who takes hold
of your right hand and says to your, Do not fear; | will help you.

We must not allow this world to
preoccupy our minds with all its idolatry, paganism, and lusts.
