The title of this month’s inspired 
massage is;    [[ HE WAS BORN TO SAVE THE WORLD. ]] 
With tiny wrinkles and cries, Jesus entered in this world all wrapped in strips 
of cloth napping on a bed of straw. Subject to time and parents, He grew to 
manhood in Roman occupied Judea. In time, His gentle hands became strong 
and calloused in His father Joseph’s woodworking shop. As a man, He 
walked through the country side and city, touching individuals, preaching to 
crowds and training 12 Apostles to carry on His work.
