Though the fig tree does not bud and there are no grapes on the vines,
though the olive crop fails and the fields produce no food, though there
are no sheep in the pen and no cattle in the stalls, yet | will rejoice in the
Lord, | will be joyful in God my Savior. Then the Lord goes on to say in
verse 19 that; The Sovereign Lord is my strength; He makes my feet
like the feet of a deer, He enables me to go on the heights.

In closing my brothers and sisters, when we put our trust in the Lord, He will
give His followers surefooted confidence through difficult times. Sometimes
in life we will run like a deer across rough and dangerous terrain. At the
proper time, God will bring about His Justice and completely rid the world
of evil.
